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Special Rules for this Department:

1. Advanced Photography is open to exhibitors with
intermediate or advanced knowledge/skill of
photography techniques and processes. Including,
exhibitors that have more than 2 years of ASF
photographic exhibition/competition experience.

2. Exhibitors entering in the Advanced Photography
section are not eligible to enter the Amateur
Photography section.

3. A separate entry form and entry fee is to be
submitted for each section.

4.  The exhibition is open to anyone, who is a U.S.
resident.

5. Prints will not be accepted if previously entered at
the Arizona State Fair Photography Exhibition.

6. All entries must be entirely the work of the
exhibitor in Large and Small prints, mounting of
prints excepted.
Images may be altered, either electronically or
otherwise, by the maker and artwork or computer
graphics created by the entrant may be incorporated
if the photographic content predominates subject
to divisional restrictions. “All final work must
be on photographic or electronic print material,
mounting excepted.”

8.  The Fair agrees to assume full responsibility for
all entries and to insure against loss or damage, to
repair or pay fair market value for the entry, from
the time the entry is dropped off or picked up. In
the event of loss or damage the Fair’s maximum
liability will be limited to the agreed value as
stated on the entry, until returned to Entrant.

1. All prints must be on mat board. No frames, foam

boards, or fiber boards. Entries that do not adhere
to these rules will be disqualified.

Large prints: maximum size 16” x 20” - minimum
size 11”7 x 17”. Must be matted on 16”x20” mat
boards for all sizes of large prints.

Small prints: 8” x10” size NO SMALLER. Prints
must have a 1/2 “to a 1” border around print for
the mat board.

Mat boards must not be thicker than 1/16”.
Exhibitor may not enter both Large and Small
of the same category; whether color or black &
white. For example, the exhibitor may enter:
Large color and small black & white

OR Small color and large black & white

OR Small color and small black & white

OR Large color and large black & white
Exhibitors name and address, number and title of
print must appear on the back of each mat board
at the Top of the print.

Entries displayed will be returned at the end of
the Fair. Original containers will be used when
practicable.

Entries will be returned by Parcel post unless
otherwise instructed on entry form.

Prints not accepted for display will be returned.
Entrants having one or more prints accepted will
not receive any of their entries back until after the
fair has ended.
